Project Expectations
1. Select your colony and partner. Decide who is doing the informative PPT and who is doing the persuasive brochure. You will present together but be graded individually. 
2. Both of you research the following components: 

· history of the colony (including why/how it was founded and who its leaders were)

· daily life practices (pictures of clothing, food, entertainment, education, guys v. girls, etc.)
· what they read and wrote (must have an excerpt) letters, journals, newspapers
· primary economic sources (how they made a living/got money)
· then and now picture of your colony (brochure needs a QR code instead of this)
· existing video clip (about your colony) not to exceed 2 minutes 
3. Based on your research, one partner will create a trifold brochure persuading people to come to the old     colony and the other partner will create an 8 slide PPT or Prezi that includes a title slide and Works Cited (MLA) slide that lists all sources used for both the PPT and the brochure.
      4. Create a QR Code that links to your colony video or your Prezi or a video you made to advertise colony
5. Prepare a 3-5 minute partner presentation that covers all of the above with emphasis on “American” theme and how the literature reflected who they were and the history of their colony
6. Computer lab scheduled for Sept. 14th, 15th, 16th, and 17th to assist you in this project*
7. Presentations will begin on Sept. 22/23
