Each member of your panel should be assigned a reading from the packet. Remember Gettysburg Address is on page 503 in your textbook. Select a panel chairman.

Your written panel’s opinion must include the following components:

· no less than one quote from each reading (and we need to know where it comes from)

· warrants for any quotes used

· appropriate grammar, punctuation, spelling, etc.

· effective transitions

· a response to the questions listed below

1. What kind of man was Abe Lincoln?

2. What did he believe?

3. How did he treat others?

4. What affect did his actions and words have on this country?

5. Any other questions that define who he was (
Your response should be written in paragraph form and should be no less than two paragraphs long. Remember, if you use a quote, we need to know where it comes from. This can be a lead in reference of end citation. Be sure you include the names of all individuals in your panel when you submit your written opinion.

Tips: You are welcome to highlight, underline, and annotate as you read. You may want to form your own sentences and combine them or simply combine them through discussion. It’s up to you, but you will submit one paper as a panel. The literary packet will help you write informed responses.
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
