Poetry Explication/Analysis Rubric (3 is proficient)
5- Please write a three paragraph analysis of the assigned poem. Your analysis should be written in paragraph form. Each paragraph should be composed of legibly written complete sentences that are properly structured and have few spelling errors. Analysis is the process of deconstructing lines and words to find meaning. Therefore, your analysis should discuss the meaning (both literal and inferred) of the poem, as well as the structure, tone, and diction (word choice) of the poem. How do these contribute to the meaning? Identify literary devices such as figurative language, imagery, allusions, sound devices, etc. How do these support your claim about the message of the poem? Based on word choices assumptions may be also made about the author and/or setting. The title of the poem may hint at something. All claims/comments are supported with examples from the poem (proof/data). Furthermore, if you identify that the author used a metaphor in line 12, please tell me what the metaphor is about (warrant). Example- In line 12 Galloway uses the metaphor, "she was a runaway train," to show how the girl's life had spiraled out of control. Always include the title of the poem and the author’s name in the first sentence of your analysis. Use transitional words and phrases to connect your sentences and develop a cohesive analysis of the poem. Do not use “I” and please write in present tense. 
4- Same as an "5" paper but misses one or two literary devices; minor spelling or grammar errors 

3- Same as a "4" paper but has a few more spelling or grammar errors and may only contain three paragraphs
2- Same as a "3" paper but has less than three paragraphs and/or contains significant writing errors involving sentence structure, grammar, and/or spelling
1- Contains less than two paragraphs and meets few of the requirements for poetry analysis
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
